story?

e How did things change when G oria becane
part of dficer Buckle s speeches?

e How di d things change when Qoria nade a
presentation wthout Gficer Buckle?

AFTER VI EW NG ACTI VI TI ES

Show children a variety of safety synbol s,
including a skull and crossbones wth an X
through it to indicate poi son, a crosswal k
sign, atraffic ligt, astop sign, arailroad
crossing sign, a no snoking sign, exit signs,
etc. Dscuss the neanings behind these dif -
ferent synbols. Then provide children with
mani | a construction paper and narkers they
can use to draw safety synbol s of their own
invention. Gve each child an opportunity to
share his synbol, and tal k about its nean-
ing, wth the rest of the group.

Children are often unaware of the safety
rues they followeach day. Try this activity
to heighten their anareness. Qit out stars
fromconstruction paper. A the end of the
day, give one star to each child, identifying a
safety rule that he or she follovwed. For
exanpl e, you nmight say, “I’mgiving this
star to Gegory for not tipping back on his
chair. That woul d be dangerous.” As you
continue this activity, encourage children to
be the ones to identify

why each safety rule foll oned that day by

cl assnates was an inportant one.

Have children work in pairs to prepare a

sinple presentation. A the end of the pro-
ject have children consider howit felt to
work in pairs as opposed to working al one.
Ask:

e How did working in pairs nake your job
easi er?

e Vs it nore fun than if you had done the
work al one? Wy?

e Wat did you like nost about working
wth a partner?

Renind children of the way dficer Buckle
felt when he realized that everyone was
watching Goria and no one was listening to
him Ask:

Wiat did the children do to nake Gficer
Buckl e feel better?

How do you think Gficer Buckle felt at the
end of the story?
